The Second Appellate Authority,
after hearing the parties shall dispose of the appeal and pass an order within a period of 30 days which shall
be final and binding on the parties. If the Second Appellate Authority is unable to dispose of the appeal within
the aforesaid period, he shall record reason for the same.

The maximum amount of penalty shall be 50% of performance security. Once the maximum is
reached, the Procuring Entity may terminate the Contract pursuant to GCC Clause 4.4 and forfeit
the performance security.

The Agency shall provide a substitute in the event of any person remaining absent for more than two
consecutive days for any reason. Delay by the Agency in providing a substitute after expiry of two
days absence shall attract fine @Rs.200/- (Rs. Two Hundred Only) per day starting from the day
from which the person has been absent, besides deduction in pavement on pro-rata basis and shall be
deducted from the monthly bills of the Agency in the subsequent month.
